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In Loving Memory of Kahsay Berhane

Today we are gathered here to celebrate the life of
Kahsay Berhane, born on December 27th, 1941 in
Asmara, FEritrea to Berhane Measho and Beyenesh
Gebreyonas. Kahsay was an intelligent young man who
in an effort to aide his ailing father began working in a
road frucking industry at an early age of nineteen.
Kahsay went on to become owner and operator of a
fransit goods transportation vehicle before he turned
twenty years of age and at a fime when few Eritreans
owned cargo vehicles. For Kahsay this was just the
beginning of a long journey in the freight tfransportation
business.

A success in the making he went on to be part and
member of one of the first trucking industry associations
in Ethiopia serving as one of the facilitators in the
organization.

For many years he successfully operated his business in
Ethiopia, raising his young family and aiding his
extended family. Due to his involvement in business at
an early age Kahsay never had the opportunity to
attend higher education; however, he was extremely
successful in  his business endeavors and quickly
became one of the most respected entrepreneurs at
the time.

Kahsay had a great personality that had drawn people
to him earning him multiple loyal and lifelong friends. His
affinity for language was impeccable that he became
fluent in Italian, Arabic, Amharic, and Swahili. He also
provided his children with disciplined education and
gave the significance of higher learning the utmost
importance.

Being one with no tolerance for idling, in his spare time, he got himself involved in sports
activities becoming proficient in competitive sports. He competed in professional
bowling and was crowned several times as champion in Ethiopia.

He went as far as competing in the Professional Bowling Association in the United States
in 1974 representing his team and Ethiopia. His kids remember the countless tfrophies in
their home growing up admiring and drawing an inspiration from their father’s
achievements. One of them, following his father’s footsteps, got involved in cycling
activities racing in fournaments and earning trophies of his own.




In 1987, Kahsay moved to Nairobi, Kenya, along with his sons Berhane and Yonas where
he expanded his tfrucking business to great heights, with his business routes extending
from Kenya as far south as Zambia and as far west as Zaire. He proudly named his
business Kahsay Berhane & Sons Transportation Company. He gave his children the best
education in Kenya, enrolled them in private schools and the kids were educated
among Kenya's elite.

Kahsay eventually moved his business back to Ethiopia, unfortunately, a few years later
the conflict between Ethiopia and Eritrea broke out and he was amongst the first
Erifreans to be unjustly deported from Ethiopia. Once in Eritrea Kahsay quickly embarked
on research efforts to find business opportunities, he also immersed himself in an effort to
get his fellow deportees organized and find ways to pick up their interrupted lives so that
they can have a certain semblance in the resumption of life in Eritrea.

Throughout his life, chief amongst his passions was the love he had for Eritrea. He was one
of those unsung heroes that quietly contributed financially and in deed, often at a great
risk to his person and family.

In 2004 Kahsay came to the US so he can be closer to his kids. Being the hard working
person that he was he did not want to sit idle and managed o get himself a towtruck.

The car accident that precipitated the long painful journey of medical complications
that lasted for 11 years occurred while he was discharging his responsibilities as a
towtruck operator.

Kahsay believed in hard work and continued to work all his life. He was known to all for
his work ethic, dogged determination, and success. He loved those he came in contacts
with and he was loved and admired by many. He will be forever respected for how he
lived and who he became. He was a giant and a hero to his family and they loved him
so dearly.

A great uncle to many nephews and nieces, they grew up calling him simply “Aya
Kahsay”, a term of endearment he wore proudly fill the day he died. Kahsay was a man
of infegrity and principle. He was a man who connected with all and had an infectious
personality and charm. Kahsay loved his family more than words express and was a
father to his immediate and extended family.

Admired by many for his success and the quality life he gave his family, Kahsay was a
pillar of pillars. Rare are those who are the epitome of strength, success, love and
wisdom, and he was one of them and his family was blessed to have him with them for
seventy-four years. As our father, we will greatly miss him; we have nothing but brilliant
memories of him. He gave us laughter, wisdom, courage, love, respect and made us
realize what family is supposed to be.

He is survived by his children, Tekeste, Berhane, Yonas, his children’'s mother Debab
Adane his daughter in law Martha Fisseha, his brothers Ainom and Solomon, his sisters
Tsehaiytu, Zufan, Saba, and Lemlem; as well as his many nephews, nieces and their
children. Kahsay Berhane Measho, father, uncle, brother, and grandfather will forever be
loved and missed!
