“It really went well,” said a pleased attendee. If someone had to choose an adjective to describe the mood of the day, it had to be “pride.” There was pride in the broad smile of all the veterans of the Eritrean struggle.

There was pride enough to share as the parents children and friends of the Eritrean People once again giving Indiana the chance to see the Pride and solidarity of the Eritrean people.
