Competing for the visitors eyes are the sand dunes and black volcanic rock mountains of the Danakil Desert where ostriches and antelopes roam freely. 
Beneath the dirt and sands, the true extent of Eritrea’s rich archaeological heritage and historical sites has yet to be unearthed. With over 60,000 places of archaeological interest, these heritage sites represent remains of all periods 
in Eritrea, including the Paleontological, Pre-historic sites, Proto-historic (rock paintings and engravings), and submerged nautical sites . 
The steles in Metera and the ancient civilization found in Kohaito offer visitors a glimpse into Eritrea’s past, whilst the ancient monasteries and mosques attest to Eritrea’s religious antiquity.

To accompany visitors on this unrivalled journey, they will encounter and enjoy the hospitality and diversity of Eritrea’s population of 4.5 million made up of nine charming ethnic nationalities evenly divided between Christians and Moslems. This is a highly united but diverse people, determined, hard working and hospitable people and you will feel it in your first landing. 
In hosting this stand, the Embassy of the State of Eritrea to UK and Ireland aims to provide a gateway to these treasures and to promote stronger links with the tourism establishment in Eritrea.
